Respondent, Perrin Butler, was formally charged wth
engagi ng in a conflict of i nterest, br eachi ng client
confidentiality, engaging in inproper ex parte comunication with
a judge, engaging in conduct that 1is prejudicial to the
adm nistration of justice, filing several neritless clainms, and
communi cating with represented parties in violation of Rules 1.6,
1.7, 1.9, 3.1, 3.5, 4.2, 8.4(a), 8.4(d), and 8.4(e) of the Rul es of
Prof essi onal Conduct. The facts devel oped at the hearing indicated
t hat Respondent represented Janet Capaci Reeder in her divorce
proceedi ng against Dr. WIlliam Reeder in violation of Rule 1.7 and
filed several neritless clains against Dr. WIIliam Reeder and Mary
Reeder in violation of Rule 3.1, Rule 8.4(a) and 8.4(d) of the
Rul es of Professional Conduct. Both the hearing conmttee and the
di sciplinary board recomended that respondent be suspended for six
months and be required to pay all expenses of the disciplinary
pr oceedi ng.

Upon review of the record of the disciplinary board's
findings and recomendations, and considering the transcript,
record, briefs and oral argunent, it is the decision of the court
that the disciplinary board' s recommendati ons be adopt ed.

Accordingly, it is ordered that Perrin Butler be
suspended fromthe practice of law for a period of six nonths from
the finality of this decision. Al costs of this proceeding are
assessed to respondent.
